	5. Brief Description of Module (purpose, principal aims and objectives)

	Health and social care provision exists in a dynamic world of new technologies and concepts of care prioritisation and delivery. Societal change means that health and social care provision faces challenges requiring interdisciplinary and translative responses. Increasing complexity creates opportunities for integrating diversity in health and social care philosophy and practice across spatial and temporal arenas of engagement extending beyond traditional boundaries 
This module provides a rigorous overview of the changing philosophies and context of health and how societal developments shape the values, ethics and context of healthcare delivery for and with individuals and communities. 
Students will engage in reflective exploration of research questions and innovatory paradigms in response to scientific and societal developments. Exploring theoretical, empirical, and policy research, seeking to gain pedagogical and evidence-based knowledge from which to assess the field and improve innovation - from the individual to global level of human welfare.
Contemporary possibilities for engagement and sustainable provision are examined within a rubric of sociological, psychological, political, economic, scientific and cultural theories and empirical date and studies. These encompass change models and the potential of delivering health provision in a post digital era.

Socio-political and economic drivers for change are assessed and the potential impact of emerging provision upon differentiated groups within society are identified and evaluated Ethical and legal issues are highlighted and considered in the emerging culture and narratives of contemporary health provision. Professional policy and practice are assessed for values such as sustainability alongside implications for professional multidisciplinary working with consumers, clients, stakeholders and colleagues.  

Students will be well-situated with a sound foundational knowledge to engage with discourse, policy and practice relating to emergent innovations in the field of health provision.

	Focus of presentation

Students will identify an area of health provision for investigation related to their final essay. They will present a critically informed overview of the contemporary opportunities and challenges intrinsically and extrinsically affecting the issue chosen regarding effective healthcare provision.

The focus may be at any stage of the patient/client experience of their healthcare journey and focus on local to international issues regarding healthcare research and identification of relevant issues., Prevention, promotion and intervention, monitoring and evaluation of identified theme.

Presentation

The co-production task will follow defined stages of engagement and students will co-produce and design a presentation. This can utilise imaginative approaches drawing on digital technology in addition to more traditional approaches to disseminating knowledge
Report 
Students will identify an area of healthcare provision suitable for improvement and critically evaluate emergent innovations for their potential contribution to the field. (2500 words).  
Emphasis may be placed upon either of the approaches delineated below:  
1. Based on evidence and previous appraisal of the wider literature the student will develop an analytical evaluation of emergent innovations relating to the selected health issue. The student will highlight opportunities and challenges, limitations and benefits and reflect upon the implications of identified factors upon innovative practice development 

2. Based on the experience of involvement in the co-production of the assessment presentation, students will reflect on their experience of perceived opportunities and challenges, limitations and benefits of the co-production process. Situating this analysis and evaluation within the wider literature, students will offer a critical summary of the potential for co-production processes to facilitate inclusive care models within contemporary healthcare culture.
