	This module will develop students’ knowledge and understanding of Special Educational Need and Disability.  Students will identify the support required for the promotion of independence within the caring, therapeutic and educational setting.  Students will expand on their understanding of lifespan development and the social and health implications associated with sitting outside these normative developmental milestones.  Students will gain an understanding of current national SEND legislation and policy and its delivery. Students will view SEND within culture and international contexts.  Consideration of the wider impact on family, housing, income and multi-generational living will be explored. The psychosocial impact on the service user, the promotion of independence and projected outcomes. Consideration will be given to ethical dilemmas and values.  The student will gain knowledge of therapeutic approaches and collaborative practice across within a multi-disciplinary health and social perspective.
